January:  Mayday Command
The Fire/EMS Safety, Health and Survival (SHS) Week for 2011 focused on maydays, and highlighted the IAFF’s outstanding Fire Ground Survival (FGS) Program. Recommended Activities:  
1. Department Level:   Review the prepared materials located on the resources page of www.firefighternearmiss.com and your department’s procedures and guidelines during mayday operations.  Determine if your procedures and guidelines address scenarios from the near-miss reports and if not, possibly amend the procedures and guidelines.  
2. Station/Crew Level:  Select one report from each of the grouped reports from the five components of FGS and role play with your crew to ensure that there is a clear understanding of the protocols for operating under a mayday situation. 
3. Individual Level:   Visit www.iaff.org/hs/fgs/fgsindex.htm to learn about the Fire Ground Survival Awareness Program.  This interactive on-line training program is available for all ranks, experience levels and department types.  You do not have to be a member of a local to participate in this training.
4. All Levels:  If you have experienced a near-miss event during mayday operations or mayday training, submit your report this month.  There is a firefighter whom you may never meet that will learn from your near-miss report dealing with maydays and it may save his/her life.  Take the time to submit your report today to help another firefighter tomorrow.
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
